The head nurse had called Mary Beth in desperation. “The patient in 207 can’t talk
because of her throat cancer surgery. She is so agitated by her daughters that I’'m

They fight over everything from what treatment she should
receive to where she should go when we release her from the hospital. Help!” Mary Beth
